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'Career Pathways' SB32 Passes Out of Committee after
KAM Testimony

KAM’s VP of Government Relations, Hank List, testified Thursday before a
packed State Senate education committee hearing on behalf of Senate Bill
32, the “Career Pathways Act of 2008.”  At the end of testimony, the
committee unanimously voted to send the bill to the House for
consideration.

           Senate Bill 32 is a piece of new, landmark legislation that would help
creatively produce more qualified workers for high-paying advanced
manufacturing jobs.  The bill is sponsored by Sen. Jack Westwood, a retired
English Teacher, of Crescent Spring.  SB32 creates “career pathways” in
technical education, including advanced manufacturing, to directly align
students with employers who need qualified workers. It also forms a
partnership between secondary and post-secondary educational institutions
and businesses; improves “chronically low-performing high schools”; and
establishes minimum college and career-readiness standards in reading and
math.

            KAM members have identified workforce development as one of
their biggest challenges of the future.  KAM has taken a very aggressive
approach in the 2008 General Assembly session to address the issue.
